1. Initiation of Insulin Pump Therapy

Attempt to achieve target with MDI results in disabling hypoglycaemia


Disabling hypoglycaemia is defined as :

Repeated and unpredictable occurrence of hypoglycaemia that results in persistent anxiety about recurrence and is associated with a significant adverse effect on QoL

HbA1c levels have remained ≥ 69mmol/mol on MDI therapy despite a high level of care
2. Continuation of Insulin Pump Therapy
CSII should only be continued if:

· Therapy results in  a sustained improvement in glycaemic control, evidenced by a fall in HbA1c 

OR

· Sustained decrease in the rate of hypo episodes

· Appropriate targets for such improvement should be set by the responsible physician in discussion with the person receiving treatment or carer
